MLA Formatting


       Margins should be one inch on top, bottom, left, and right.  Do not justify the text (make it even on both sides): keep it aligned at the left.


       You DO NOT need a title page; on the first page of the paper, place your name, the instructor’s name, the course title, and the date on separate lines on the left-hand side of the page, and then center your title on the line below that.


       You should put your last name and the page number in the top right of each page (you can do this using the insert page number and header functions of MS Word).


       Double-space throughout the paper; indent paragraphs ½ inch from the left margin, and do not add extra lines of space above or below the title of the paper or between paragraphs.


       All sources must be cited on a separate Works Cited page.
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
